Be sure to
get the latest information from your AT&T program manager. We encourage you to review device specs
on the AT&T Developer Program web site. This helps you decide which devices and platforms work best

with your app.

Exceptions to the minimum requirement of three supported devices may apply for apps meant only for
BlackBerry, Windows Mobile, Symbian, or GPS. In such cases, you must submit builds for all the targeted
OEM phones supported in the program. For example, a BlackBerry-only app must have builds for both

the BlackBerry Curve and the BlackBerry Bold.

All apps in the Apps Beta Program must meet current AT&T Mobility Content Standards & Application

Requirements.

You
will be able to respond to users' technical issues, address application-specific questions, and engage in

building buzz for your app with the beta participants.

Getting Onboard



To get your app into AT&T Apps Beta, you need to submit an application to the program. Describe your
app's features and functionality, state the supported mobile devices, and include any marketing

materials for review.

After approval of your app, you will receive participation and code signing agreements. We need to

execute these agreements with you. With this, we include instructions for the next steps.
